Skelly and Loy Receives ASHE Outstanding Highway Project Skelly and Loy Receives ASHE Outstanding Highway Project 

AwardAward 

I-279/SR 28 Connector Ramp Project Wins Firm Accolades 

The Skelly and Loy and JMT project design team was recently awarded the 2009 American Soci-

ety of Highway Engineers (ASHE) Outstanding Highway Project Award for its involvement in 

the I-279/SR 28 Connector Ramp Project. 

The project, which received the award in the Projects Less than $15 Million category, won the 

award partly due to the complexity in designing and constructing the ramp over and under exist-

ing interstate roadways in a highly developed area of Pittsburgh's North Side. The ramp pro-

vides a much-needed connection between southbound SR 28 and southbound I-279. Prior to the 

project, no direct connection linked southbound SR 28 with southbound I-279, impairing access 

from the northeast to downtown Pittsburgh and the Pittsburgh International Airport. The con-

struction of the ramp provided this missing link while reducing traffic congestion along local 

roadways. 

Skelly and Loy conducted natural resources investigations, waste site investigations, noise 

analyses, historicand archaeological resource studies, public involvement, and prepared the en-

vironmental document during preliminary design. Skelly and Loy also provided assistance to the 

project team to complete environmental activities during final design. 

Crane Operator Licensing UpdateCrane Operator Licensing Update 

Update on House Bill 1551:  Both the House and the Senate unanimously passed similar bills ex-
tending the grandfathering period to December 9, 2011.  As of February 9, 2010, the bill is sitting 
on the Governor’s desk for his signature. 

As a reference, House Bill 1551 is ―An act relating to crane operator licensure; establishing the 

State Board of Crane Operators; conferring powers and imposing duties relative to regulating 

the practice of crane operation; imposing penalties; and making an appropriation, further pro-

viding for license without certification.ò

Budget proposal aligned with Administrator Jacksonôs key 
priorities   

The Obama Administration today proposed a budget of $10 

billion for the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA). 

This budget heeds the president’s call to streamline and find 

efficiencies in the agency’s operations while supporting the 

seven priority areas EPA Administrator Lisa P. Jackson out-

lined to guide EPA’s work.  

―To meet our environmental challenges and ensure fiscal re-

sponsibility, we’re proposing targeted investments in core pri-

orities.  This budget cuts spending while promoting clean air, 

land and water, growing the green economy and strengthening 

enforcement,‖ said Administrator Jackson. ―The President’s 

budget is focused on creating the conditions that help Ameri-

can families, communities and small businesses thrive. Clean 

air, clear water and green jobs are rebuilding the foundations 

for prosperity in communities across the country.‖  

Budget Highlights:  

Cleaning up communities: This budget includes $1.3 bil-

lion to address Superfund sites that may be releasing harmful 

or toxic substances into the surrounding community. Cleaning 

up these sites improves communities’ health and allows for 

these properties to be used for economic development.  

In addition, $215 million is provided to clean up abandoned or 

underused industrial and commercial sites that are available 

for alternative uses but where redevelopment may be compli-

cated by the presence of environmental contaminants.  Revi-

talizing these once productive properties, known as brown-

fields, helps communities by removing blight, satisfying the 

growing demand for land, and enabling economic develop-

ment.  EPA will focus its efforts on area-wide planning and 

cleanups, especially in under-served and economically disad-

vantaged communities.  

This budget also offers $27 million for EPA’s new Healthy 

Communities Initiative.  This initiative will address commu-

nity water priorities; promote clean, green, and healthy 

schools; improve air toxics monitoring in at-risk communities; 

and encourage sustainability by helping to ensure that policies 

and spending at the national level do not adversely affect the 

environment and public health or disproportionally harm dis-

advantaged communities.  

Improving Air Quality: In addition to the funding provided 

through the Healthy Communities Initiative, this budget in-

cludes $60 million to support state efforts to implement up-

dated National Ambient Air Quality Standards (NAAQS). EPA 

proposed stricter air quality standards for smog and nitrogen 

dioxide (NO2) and will work with states to help them meet 

those standards in the years ahead.

Building Strong State and Tribal Partnerships: This 

budget includes $1.3 billion for state and tribal grants. State 

and local governments are working diligently to implement 

new and expanded requirements under the Clean Air Act and 

Clean Water Act.  New and expanded requirements include 

implementation of updated NAAQS and addressing emerging 

water quality issues such as nutrient pollution.  In addition to 

the $25 million for greenhouse gas permitting and $60 million 

to support state efforts to implement updated NAAQS, the 

$1.3 billion for state and tribal grants includes $45 million for 

states to enhance their water enforcement and permitting pro-

grams.  In order to help tribes move forward with implemen-

tation of environmental programs, $30 million is budgeted for 

a new competitive Tribal Multi-media Implementation grant 

program.  To further enhance tribal environmental manage-

ment capabilities, this budget also includes an additional $9 

million for Tribal General Assistance Program grants.  

Taking Action on Climate Change: This budget contains 

more than $43 million for additional efforts to address climate 

change and work toward a clean energy future. EPA will im-

plement the greenhouse gas reporting rule; provide technical 

assistance to ensure that any permitting under the Clean Air 

Act will be manageable; perform regulatory work for the larg-

est stationary sources of greenhouse gas emissions; develop 

standards for mobile sources such as cars and trucks; and con-

tinue research of carbon capture and sequestration technolo-

gies.   

Protecting America’s Waters:  This budget broadens ef-

forts to clean up America’s great waterbodies.  It provides $63 

million for efforts to protect and restore the Chesapeake Bay 

and $17 million for the Mississippi River Basin to respond to 

non-point source control recommendations of the Nutrients 

Innovation Task Group and implement recommendations 

outlined in the Gulf of Mexico Hypoxia Action Plan.  

This budget also invests $3.3 billion to maintain and improve 

outdated water infrastructure and keep our wastewater and 

drinking water clean and safe. This is in addition to $6 billion 

in funding provided to states through the American Recovery 

and Reinvestment Act (ARRA).  

Assuring the Safety of Chemicals: This budget calls for 

$56 million for chemical assessment and risk review to ensure 

that no unreasonable risks are posed by new or existing 

chemicals. This budget also invests $29 million (including $15 

million in grants funding) in the continuing effort to eliminate 

childhood lead poisoning, and $6 million to support national 

efforts to mitigate exposure to high-risk legacy chemicals, such 

as mercury and asbestos.    

Expanding the Conversation on Environmentalism 

and Working for Environmental Justice:  This budget 

contains $8 million for environmental justice programs. It 

targets increased brownfields investments to under-served 

and economically disadvantaged neighborhoods, and proposes 

$9 million for community water priorities in the Healthy Com-

munities Initiative, funds that will help under-served commu-

nities restore urban waterways and address water quality chal-

lenges. EPA is committed to identifying and addressing the 

health and environmental burdens faced by communities dis-

proportionately impacted by pollution.  This commitment is 

fulfilled through the agency’s efforts to give people a voice in 

decisions that impact their lives and to integrate environ-

mental justice in EPA programs, policies and activities.

The U.S. Equal Employment Opportunity Commission (EEOC) 

recently announced that 93,277 workplace discrimination 

charges were filed with the federal agency nationwide during 

Fiscal Year (FY) 2009, the second highest level ever, and 

monetary relief obtained for victims totaled over $376 million. 

The comprehensive enforcement and litigation statistics for FY 

2009, which ended Sept. 30, 2009, are posted on the agency’s 

web site at http://www.eeoc.gov/eeoc/statistics/enforcement/

index.cfm.  

The FY 2009 data show that private sector job bias charges 

(which include those filed against state and local governments) 

alleging discrimination based on disability, religion and/or 

national origin hit record highs. The number of charges alleg-

ing age-based discrimination reached the second-highest level 

ever. Continuing a decade-long trend, the most frequently filed 

charges with the EEOC in FY 2009 were charges alleging dis-

crimination based on race (36%), retaliation (36%), and sex-

based discrimination (30%). Multiple types of discrimination 

may be alleged in a single charge filing.  

The near-historic level of total discrimination charge filings 

may be due to multiple factors, including greater accessibility 

of the EEOC to the public, economic conditions, increased di-

versity and demographic shifts in the labor force, employees’ 

greater awareness of their rights under the law, and changes to 

the agency’s intake practices that cut down on the steps needed 

for an individual to file a charge.

The FY 2009 data also show that the EEOC resolved 85,980 

private sector charges. In FY 2009, the Commission resolved 

more charges than ever alleging unlawful harassment, as well 

as allegations under Title VII of the Civil Rights Act. In FY 

2009, the EEOC recovered a record high of $294 million 

through administrative enforcement and mediation. Further, 

the productivity of EEOC investigators increased in FY 2009. 

The EEOC resolved the second highest number of charges per 

available investigator in the past 20 years. 

 

The Commission also filed 281 new ―merits‖ lawsuits and re-

solved 321 merits lawsuits in FY 2009 (merits suits include 

direct suits and interventions alleging violations of the sub-

stantive provisions of the statutes enforced by the Commission 

and suits to enforce administrative settlements).  

Job bias continuedé. 

The RMC Research & Education Foundation recently an-

nounced the release of a new tool for the concrete industry: 

Sustainable Concrete Plant Guidelines. The Guidelines were 

developed by West Main Consultants and William C. Twitty, 

Jr., with guidance from Lionel Lemay, senior vice president - 

sustainable construction, with the National Ready Mixed Con-

crete Association. The concept behind the development of the 

Guidelines was to further the efforts underway within the con-

crete industry in the sustainable development field and assist 

producers by providing additional resources on how to make 

their own plants and operations more sustainable. The Guide-

lines will be an evolving document and we seek comments 

from industry representatives on this released version and the 

supporting materials.

PCA Economist Presents Residential PCA Economist Presents Residential 

Outlook at IBS ShowOutlook at IBS Show

Ed Sullivan, PCA chief economist and a speaker at several 

PACA meetings, presented his residential construction forecast 

and how it compared to the consensus of construction econo-

mists’ expectations at the 2010 International Builders’ Show on 

January 19 in Las Vegas. 

PCA expects tepid increases in residential construction activity 

to materialize during the latter half of 2010 with more substan-

tive gains expected in 2011 and beyond.  PCA’s fall forecast 

projects a 14.4 percent increase in housing starts during 2010 

compared to extremely depressed 2009 levels. This reflects a 

20 percent increase in single-family starts and a 5.7 percent 

decline in multifamily starts. 

These projections lie well below the consensus of construction 

economists’ expectations.  

Additionally, recent federal tax credit programs artificially in-

flated the recent improvement in home sales and there is the 

potential for a significant sales payback during the second half 

of 2010.  Slow job growth is expected to hinder housing sales 

during the second half of 2010 as is continually tight lending 

standards.

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Central Builders Supply Company was incorporated in 1928.  At that point in time 

the business consisted of a block plant and a road construction division.  World War 

II caused the shift to the ready mix industry and the acquisition of a sand & gravel 

plant.  The road construction division was phased out during World War II.  Over 

the next fifty years, the company has seen a slow steady growth to the present day of 

eight ready-mix plants, one block plant, two sand & gravel plants, a fleet of 34 mixer 

trucks and three block trucks.  All of Central Builders’ ready-mix plants have com-

puterized batching systems and strict quality control guidelines.  Fifteen years ago, 

the company made the transition to a central order taking and dispatching system.  

This computerized scheduling system incorporates the use of GPS and is designed to provide the best service for their customer and 

more efficient use of their equipment. 

Central Builders’ Northumberland Sand Plant achieved the best safety record of all eligible operations in the Small Bank or Pit 
Group of the 2006 Sentinels of Safety Program, co-sponsored by the Mine Safety and Health Administration (MSHA) and the Na-
tional Mining Association.   The plant was awarded the "Sentinels of Safety" trophy and Certificate of Achievement in Safety for its 
outstanding safety performance of no lost-workday injuries and the lowest no-days-lost injury rate in a total worktime of 10,029 
employee hours in the surface mine and associated shops and yards during that year. 

In the 1970s, when Tony Markunas bought a piece of Montandon Marsh, he didn't see the wetland. He didn't even know what a 
wetland really was. "I didn't know how interesting and valuable wetlands are," he said.  His eye was on the high-quality sand and 
gravel embedded in the Northumberland County parcel — just another acquisition for his family's business, Central Builders Sup-
ply Company, operating out of Sunbury since his father bought the firm in 1932. 
 
Markunas, chairman of the board of the mining company, may not have understood what he had, but the volunteers with the 
Merrill W. Linn Land & Waterways Conservancy did. It didn't take long for them to catch up with him.  They found him willing to 
listen, and the relationship began. "They were so ex- cited about it, and it rubs off," 
Markunas explained. "You get exposed to life that you didn't know about, and you find 
out that this is such a diverse sanctuary. It is," he said emphatically, "an asset to the 
area." Markunas still intends to remove the sand and 
gravel from the parcel, and the process is expected to 
last as long as three decades. But he also intends to re-
store and conserve the land, actions that he downplays 
as just what a local business ought to do. 

Already, Central Builders Supply has conserved 77 acres 
of its holdings with a conservation easement, an agree-
ment with the Merrill W. Linn Land & Waterways Con-
servancy, to permanently protect the natural values of 
the land while keeping the land in the company's ownership and control. 

The company is also involving the conservancy in its planning for the areas it contin-
ues to mine. The company's intention is to devise a strategy for these areas that results in the best 
possible conservation after mining is completed.  
 
"We can see the potential for artificial wet sites, and depending on how it's done and how they 
backfill, this could be an area of wetlands of considerable size," said Professor Allen Schweins-
berg, a former director of the Conservancy and a keen birder who knows Montandon Marsh 
intimately.

Flanked by construction workers, state Rep. John Yudichak on Monday announced his bid for 

state Senate, striking a blue-collar tone in an outdoor address that promised a continued fight 

to bring jobs and economic opportunity to Northeast Pennsylvania.  Rep. Yudichak, D-

Nanticoke, made his run official in the chilly winter air just above the construction site for the 

Joseph A. Paglianite Culinary Arts Institute. Workers from several local unions stood behind 

Mr. Yudichak as he used the backdrop of raw earth and construction vehicles to paint a self-

portrait of a politician who'd fight for everyday workers if elected to the seat long held by retir-

ing state Sen. Raphael Musto, a Democrat from Pittston. The 12-year veteran of the state 

House voted against a pay raise for legislators in 2005. And in 2001, he opposed a 50 percent 

hike for state lawmakers' pensions.  Mr. Yudichak's announcement sets up a possible race 

against another prominent Democrat, Wilkes-Barre Mayor Tom Leighton, who has not yet 

confirmed his candidacy.

BACKGROUND:  
Senate leaders will soon attempt to move legislation as part of 

their job creation platform that, among other things, would 

extend the authorization for the federal surface transportation 

program through the end of calendar year 2010 and enhance 

the Highway Trust Fund so that it can meet its obligations over 

that period. 

 

Contact your senators now and urge them to support legisla-

tion extending the highway program, which includes a heavy 

emphasis on public works construction – a proven job creator 

that also adds value to our nation as a whole.  The only bright 

spot in 2009 in the construction industry was public works 

construction (such as the highway program) that increased by 

about $9 billion. 

TAKE ACTION: 

Please ask your senators to support legislation extending the 

highway program, repealing the rescission, and increasing 

investment in order to bring certainty.  The construction in-

dustry needs the highway extension and the $19 billion trans-

fer passed.   

 

TALKING POINTS: 

 

Å         Failure to act now on the highway extension in the Sen-

ate will jeopardize not only the continuity of the program, but 

the spring construction season just as states should be putting 

projects out for bid. 

 

Å        We have 24.7% unemployment in the construction. Pri-

vate construction is in the tank, home building fell by $60 bil-

lion last year and private commercial construction fell by $88 

billion.  Public works construction was the only bright spot in 

2009, increasing by about $9 billion.  

Å        Extending the program through the end of the year and 

transferring funds to cover the short fall will give states a 

chance to keep their highway programs moving forward, help 

contractors keep their companies going and keep the unem-

ployment rate in construction from going even higher.  

Å         The 1998 highway re-authorization bill ended the long -

standing practice of crediting the highway trust fund for inter-

est on its’ cash-balances.  This $19 billion transfer from the 

General fund of the Treasury to the Highway Trust Fund will 

repay the HTF for lost interest since 1998 and ensure the con-

tinuity of the underlying programs.   

Å         Without the $19 billion transfer the highway account of 

the HTF will fall below the $4 billion threshold in May and 

completely run out of money in August.  The impact will be felt 

acutely in July which is the height of construction sea-

son.  States will slow down moving forward with new projects 

because of the funding uncertainty. This will cause jobs to be 

lost in construction, construction suppliers and manufacturing.

The fol-

lowing public servants have announced their retirement plans: 

State Senator J. Barry Stout (D-Washington) announced 

this week that he will not seek re-election in 2010.  ―At the end 

of this term, I will finish nearly 40 years of serving the citizens 

of southwestern Pennsylvania.  It has been an honor and a 

privilege to serve and to have been part of a dynamic period in 

our state’s history,‖ said Stout in a press release.  He cited on-

going health challenges stemming from a fractured pelvis as a 

contributing factor in his retirement.  Stout served two terms 

in the state House before being elected to represent the resi-

dents of the 46th state Senate District in 1977.  The district 

includes all of Greene County and parts of Washington, West-

moreland, Beaver, and Allegheny Counties. 

State Representative Bob Belfanti (D-Montour) an-

nounced this week that he will not seek a sixteenth term in the 

Legislature.  Belfanti, 62, has had numerous health problems 

over the years, including a bout with pneumonia last year that 

hospitalized him during February and March.

16, candidates continue to emerge in races across the Com-

monwealth: 

The Philadelphia Bulletin  reports that Pia Varma, 27, 

will seek the Republican nomination in hopes of challenging 

Congressman Bob Brady (D) in the 1st District.  Varma is a 

writer for Mises Institute and for Glenn Beck’s Fusion  maga-

zine.  Brady has represented the heavily Democratic district in 

Philadelphia since 1998. 

The Erie Times -News  reports that ophthalmologist 

Tom Trevorrow, 48, will seek the Republican nomination in 

the 3rd Congressional District with hopes of challenging fresh-

man Congresswoman Kathy Dahlkemper (D) in the General 

Election.  The story notes that Trevorrow is the eighth Repub-

lican to announce in the 3rd District. 

The Bucks County Courier Times  reports that in the 

6th state Senate District, Democrat John Jordan, vice presi-

dent of community banking for TD Bank and president of the 

Bucks County NAACP, will challenge Senator Tommy 

Tomlinson (R-Bucks).  Jordan will resign his post as head of 

the county NAACP to run.  He is also a former Morrisville 

School Board member.  Tomlinson has held the seat since 

1994. 

The Pittsburgh Post -Gazette  reports that five Democ-

rats have registered with the Allegheny County Democratic 

Committee in hopes of being chosen to run in the Special Elec-

tion to replace former state Representative Don Walko (D-

Allegheny) in the 20th District.  The candidates are: Mark Pur-

cell, chief of staff to state Representative Bill Kortz (D-

Allegheny); Tim Tuinstra, past president of Observatory Hill, 

Inc.; Dan Keller, an Alcosan board member; Adam Ravenstahl, 

the brother of Pittsburgh Mayor Luke Ravenstahl; and A.J. 

Richardson, a community activist. 

The Williamsport Sun -Gazette  reports that former 

state Representative Steve Cappelli will try to win back his 

83rd District seat.  In 2008, Cappelli left the House seat he 

had held for two terms to run for an open state Senate seat, 

but he was defeated in the Republican Primary by now Senator 

Gene Yaw (R-Lycoming).  The House seat was won by now 

freshman Representative Rick Mirabito (D-Lycoming). 

The Times -Leader  reports that registered nurse and 

retired Army reservist Tim Mullen announced plans to run in 

the 120th House District as a Libertarian.  The seat has been 

held by Representative Phyllis Mundy (D-Luzerne) since 1990. 

The Morning Call  reports that attorney Robert 

Frycklund and Carbon County Coroner Bruce Nalesnik, both 

Democrats, plan to seek the 122nd House District seat being 

vacated by Speaker of the House Keith McCall (D-Carbon). 

The Reading Eagle  reports that Robert Loy will seek the 

Republican nomination in the 125th District in hopes of chal-

lenging two term state Representative Tim Seip (D-

Schuylkill).  Loy and his wife Anna are both cancer survivors 

and have raised more than $72,000 for cancer research over 

the last fifteen years.  Loy said that if he is elected, he will do-

nate 25 percent of his salary to charities supporting cancer 

research. 

The Bucks County Courier Times  reports that two 

Democrats, Bristol Township Mayor John Monahan and truck 

sales and leasing agent Mike Slipp, have emerged in the 141st 

House District to run for the seat being vacated by retiring 

Representative Tony Melio (D-Bucks).  If district voters were 

to elect Monahan, they would replace their 78 year old retiring 

lawmaker (Melio) with an 80 year old freshman lawmaker. 

In the open seat race for the 156th state House district 

being vacated by Representative Barbara McIlvaine-Smith (D-

Chester), at least 6 Republicans and 3 Democrats have 

emerged.  According to the West Chester Daily Local  the 

Democrat candidates are health care policy consultant Mark 

Stevens, video producer Kevin Fitzpatrick, and attorney Todd 

Bales.  Representative Smith has endorsed Stevens in the 

race.  Meanwhile, Republican candidates include Chester 

County employee Stephanie Phillips, engineer Dan Truitt, non-

profit director Jessie Pincus, Chester County employee Drae 

McComas, Paul Hoffecker, and former legislative aide and non

-profit executive Gwenne Alexander.
