NEWSLETTER HIGHLIGHTS PERMEABILITY TESTING

HPC Bridge Views is a newsletter published jointly by the Federal Highway Administration and the National Concrete Bridge
Council. The most recent issue features an article on Concrete Permeability Testing.

Permeability, as it relates to the chloride induced corrosion of reinforcement and ultimate durability of bridge concrete, is a
critical issue. Several test methods exist to measure, directly or indirectly, the penetrability of chloride ions into concrete. Such
tests include salt ponding methods and electrical methods for rapid assessment of concrete’s resistance to chloride ion pene-
tration. Part One of this article describes and discusses these tests. Part two will be published at a later date.

Lumber prices were up sharply, increasing 2.6 percent from November to December, ac-
cording to the Department of Labor’s monthly Producer Price Index (PPI).

Steel prices decreased for the second consecutive month, down 1.3 percent. Asphalt prices
decreased only slightly, down 0.5 percent from the previous month but remain at high lev-
els. Concrete prices were also stable, up 0.3 percent from the previous month.

For the year, steel prices decreased 10.8 percent and asphalt prices were down 9.3 per-
cent. Concrete prices decreased 1.2 percent for the year. Lumber prices increased 1.4 per-
cent.
