Many quarry operators do not sample the air 

quality on their operations because they have 

never had a problem.  Their MSHA samples have 

always passed.  Is that about to change?   

 

Existing standards limit exposure to crystalline 

silica in respirable dust, but MSHA believes the 

current standards are outdated.  NIOSH recom-

mends a 50 µg/m3 exposure limit for respirable 

crystalline silica and ACGIH recommends a 25 

µg/m3 exposure limit.  It is important to note that 

the Federal Advisory Committee on the Elimina-

tion of Pneumoconiosis among Coal Miners rec-

ommended that MSHA develop and enforce sepa-

rate PELs for exposure to silica and coal mine 

dust.  MSHA anticipates issuing an NPRM in 

April 2011.  In times past, one could almost cer-

tainly expect a five year gap between the issuance 

of an NPRM and the issuance and enforcement of 

the final rule.  That may no longer be true.  The 

Emergency Mine Act of 2006 took less than one 

year to go through the entire process.   

 

Immediately upon his appointment, the MSHA 

Assistant Secretary of Labor, Joe Main, an-

nounced he will place an aggressive focus on 

miner health.  He seems to be a man of his word.  

He has listened to industry leaders and has 

pledged to do so going forward.  He has already 

put out several fires that he inherited.  He seems 

to be committed to ensure that industry has “fair 

notice” about everything.  He has already imple-

mented programs to improve inspector consis-

tency.  It may make sense to take him seriously 

when he says he will focus on silica.   

 

There has been a rumor that MSHA will wait to 

see what OSHA does with a silica rule.  Maybe 

yes. Maybe no.  Either way, increased focus in 
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respirable silica is on the immediate hori-

zon.  Again we must ask, are you ready? 

Sampling is not just a matter of buying a 

machine and assigning an employee to the 

task.  A minimum training class takes 3 

days.  Once the employee is trained, a site 

survey must be done.  From there, at risk 

employees must be tested.  It will take a full 

site survey and several sets of employee 

testing to establish a pattern of compliance 

strong enough to provide a solid defense 

against an MSHA citation.  To minimize 

emerging and increasing financial risks of 

silica related issues, employers need to 

identify, access, and understand the risks to 

your company and design strategic re-

sponses including site sampling histories.

Each class requires a 3 day commitment.

Set to Approve Miner Safety BillSet to Approve Miner Safety BillSet to Approve Miner Safety Bill   

The House Education and Labor Committee held a July 13 hearing on H.R. 5663, the Miner 

Safety and Health Act of 2010.  Chairman George Miller (D-Calif.) is advancing the bill without 

Republican support.  First item of business was renaming the bill the "Robert C. Byrd Miner 

Safety & Health Act of 2010."  The chairman said that through this legislation they want to em-

power miners and level the playing field for them.  Senior committee Republican John Klein (R-

Minn.) cautioned that they must be certain they are going after the right parties.  Rep. Shelley 

Moore Capito (R-WVa.), who sat with the committee although she is not a member of it, dis-

cussed how fines have increased since passage of the MINER Act and how the contest rate has 

increased.  Rep. Dale Kildee (D-Mich.) cited an interesting statistic that it would take 137 years 

for OSHA to inspect every worksite.  

 

Republicans argue that a traditionally bipartisan issue is being pushed through Congress with-

out any Republican input.  In addition to mine safety provisions, the bill includes significant 

changes to the Occupational Safety and Health Act’s enforcement, penalties, abatement and 

whistleblower provisions and is opposed by the Coalition for Workplace Safety. 

 

Witnesses at the late afternoon hearing included on the first panel Joe Main, Assistant Secre-

tary of Labor for mine safety; David Michaels, Assistant Secretary of Labor for occupational 

safety and health (see separate article); and Patricia Smith, Solicitor of the Department of La-

bor.  

 

There were no real surprises; as expected, they all expressed support for the bill.  The solicitor 

said that pursuing wrongs was more important than pursuing cases.  She also expressed con-

cern about the resources of the office and reiterated that they really want businesses to do the 

right thing. 

 

The second panel included Larry Grayson, professor of mine engineering at Penn State Univer-

sity; Cecil Roberts, president, United Mine Workers of America; Jonathan Stewart, coal miner, 

Chickasaw Village, WVa.; Bruce Watzman, senior vice president for regulatory affairs, National 

Mining Association; and Lynn Rhinehart, general counsel, AFL-CIO.    

 

Both Roberts of the UMW and Rhinehart of the AFL-CIO expressed union support for the 

bill. According to Rhinehart, in response to those who say the bill will cost jobs, the AFL-

CIO respond that they care about jobs but they are for "safe" jobs.  Bruce Watzman cautioned 

that the bill would result in diverting money from safety to increased litigation.  Chairman 

Miller charged that companies always are fighting with labor and stockholders and are afraid of 

workers having more power.   

 

NSSGA and ad hoc national mine safety coalition members met July 9 for several hours with 

majority House Education and Labor staff to discuss concerns about the bill, particularly over-

reach and painting all MSHA sectors with a broad brush.  Minority staff advised that they are 

likely to offer a substitute, although it is still being drafted.  

 

NSSGA submitted a statement for the record of the July 13 hearing.  NSSGA continues meeting 

with committee members and staff, as well as with House leadership offices.  [Link to State-

ment].  The committee is expected to approve the bill shortly, and committee staff has advised 

that Democrats are seeking full House passage before the August congressional recess.

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Due to the lack of bipartisan agreement, a companion bill 

has not yet been introduced in the Senate.  NSSGA and 

its coalition partners are meeting with key members of 

the Senate Committee on Health, Education, Labor and 

Pensions to discuss concerns regarding the House bill 

and impress upon them that "one size does not fit all.”

PACA will be submitting a letter to the Pennsylvania con-

gressional delegation in opposition of the bill, but we 

need ALL of our voices to be heard NOW! 

 

Call your representatives office now.   

Let them know that aggregates operations achieved the 

best safety record ever in a continuous 9-year improve-

ment.  Aggregates operations are distinct from coal min-

ing, and the proposed legislation will impose a greater 

regulatory burden on an aggregates industry already 

struggling in the economic recession.  Tell them the bill 

lowers the threshold for rating a violation - "significant & 

substantial" - which has potentially enormous financial, 

jobs and cumulative impact without improving risk.  (If 

everything is #1, nothing is!) The bill creates no "de mini-

mis" citation; it makes a violation of any requirement of 

the act or regulations a felony criminalizing owners, pri-

vate and public boards of companies; it reduces the 

threshold for criminal liability; expands the U.S. Mine 

Safety and Health Administration’s subpoena power; in-

creases civil and criminal penalties despite the fact they 

were just increased four years ago; and it contains no 

compliance assistance provisions.

OSHA Asks Congress to Strengthen its 

Ability to Protect Workers' Lives 

Assistant Secretary David Michaels told the House 

Committee on Education and Labor that OSHA needs 

greater enforcement power to provide workers with the 

safety and health protection they deserve. Michaels tes-

tified at a July 13 hearing on the Miner Safety and 

Health Act (H.R. 5663). 

 

According to Michaels, this legislation provides critical 

amendments to the OSH Act that would increase 

OSHA's civil and criminal penalties, enhance whistle-

blower protections and victims' rights, and give OSHA 

the authority to require abatement of serious hazards 

even if and while the employer contests citations issued 

for them. This legislation would also expand the rights 

of workers and victims' families.  

 

Michaels told the committee what he learned from his 

experiences talking to children, spouses and parents of 

workers killed on the job. "The only thing they want; the 

only thing they ask you to do is pass laws that contain 

the best possible protections, that prevent any other 

workers -- whether mine workers, refinery workers, 

construction workers, or hospital workers -- from losing 

their lives, from leaving their loved ones behind."

The U.S. Mine Safety and Health Administration is plan-

ning to provide guidance to NSSGA on a number of en-

forcement issues on which NSSGA requested clarification 

so operator compliance could be more readily achieved.  

 

This action comes in the form of work by the new Techni-

cal Task Force of the MSHA-NSSGA Alliance Committee, 

following NSSGA's request to MSHA's Assistant Secretary 

Joe Main on behalf of all aggregates producers that 

MSHA improve information to stakeholders for more pro

-active and effective communication resulting in better 

compliance, fewer citations and fewer MSHRC cases to 

add to the backlog. To follow up on correspondence from 

NSSGA's Safety and Health Committee, MSHA is ex-

pected to provide written guidance on the following is-

sues. 

 

Horns - There is a lack of clarity about exactly under what 

conditions horns are to be sounded.  MSHA will evaluate 

these conditions on a case-by-case basis. However, there 

must be a hazard for a citation to be written.  

 

Parking procedures for unattended equipment - There is 

a lack of clarity on what is needed to prevent movement 

of equipment while parked in such areas as employee 

parking lots. MSHA stated that parking a vehicle with 

front tires in a wheel trough rather than a chock should 

be permissible.  

 

Seatbelts - There is a lack of clarity about precisely what is 

needed to ensure seatbelts are working properly. MSHA 

will not validate citations written simply because seatbelts 

hadn't been changed out after an arbitrarily-determined 

period of three years, for example. Rather, citations will 

need to be based on the degree of wear and tear on the 

seatbelts and the seatbelt manufacturer's guidance on 

durability of the seatbelts. 

  

Guards or berms at weigh scales - There is a lack of clarity 

over what is needed in situations in which there is risk of 

a vehicle's turn-over at a weigh scale. MSHA cited four 

cases that have been litigated that found scales are road-

ways, and thus need to have guards or berms that rise to 

mid-axle height of the tallest vehicles traversing the 

scales.   

 

NSSGA will provide more information and seek feedback 

on these issues, as well as others, in the hope that subse-

quent written guidance will clarify what's needed for com-

pliance, safety and fewer citations. Please direct any com-

ments or questions to Joseph Casper at (703) 526-1074 / 

jcasper@nssga.org.

The Department of Labor has been all over the place in its 

interpretation of what is compensable time when it comes 

to changing clothes at work. The Clinton Administration 

said one thing, the Bush Administration said another, and 

now the latest ruling is in. So here's what you need to 

know: 

  

Generally, time spent changing clothes at work is not 

compensable. However, the latest take on things says per-

sonal protective equipment (PPE) does not count as 

clothes. So if you require employees to wear certain safety 

equipment, you must compensate them for time spent 

donning and doffing the gear. Additionally, if the chang-

ing of clothes (even those that are something less than 

PPE) is a principal activity that starts and ends the work-

day, it is another sign you must compensate for this time.

According to a recent PCA Economic Research report, 

32.1 percent of total American Recovery and Reinvest-

ment Act (ARRA) highway funds have been dispersed 

through May, compared to 28.6% in April.  May total 

stimulus spending was $941 million, a 48.8 percent in-

crease from the April spending levels.

PennDOT ended the state fiscal year by putting out ap-

proximately $426 million in projects in June.  The De-

partment had an aggressive letting output in June by bid-

ding  a total of 138 projects. To date, the department has 

let a total of 567 projects worth just over $1.2 billion. De-

spite the rejection of tolls on I-80, PennDOT still antici-

pates hitting their 2010 calendar year letting goal of $1.8 

billion.

An adequately funded transportation program would add 

more than 50,000 jobs to the Pennsylvania economy, low-

ering the state’s unemployment by nearly 10 percent, ac-

cording to an economic study commissioned by Associ-

ated Pennsylvania Constructors. 

 

The study was conducted by Alison Premo Black, vice 

president of policy for the American Road & Transporta-

tion Builders Association. Ms. Black, an economist, used a 

proven methodology employed by the U.S. Department of 

Commerce. 

 

The projections were based on capital expenditures of $5 

billion per year, or about twice the current level of spend-

ing. A program of that magnitude is in keeping with the 

needs identified in a report recently adopted by the State 

Transportation Commission. 

 

Notably, 58 percent of the new jobs would be in sectors 

other than highway construction. It would add about $7 

billion in wages and generate about $80 million per year 

in payroll and income tax revenue. 

 

“In addition to the immediate boost to economic recovery, 

investing in the transportation infrastructure would en-

able Pennsylvania to achieve its long-term economic 

growth potential,” said PHIA Managing Director Jason 

Wagner. “And the users of the transportation system 

would benefit from congestion relief and improved 

safety.”

On June 20, the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency 

(EPA) published a proposed rule on the classification of 

coal combustion residuals (CCR). Fly ash is considered a 

CCR. The EPA proposal calls for public comment on two 

options: the first option classifies CCRs bound for dis-

posal under Subtitle C of the Resource Conservation and 

Recovery Act (RCRA) that essentially establishes this ma-

terial as a hazardous waste (called "special waste" in the 

proposed rule) and creates a comprehensive program of 

federally enforceable requirements for management and 

disposal. The second option would allow all CCRs to 

maintain the current exemption from Subtitle C require-

ments and instead use EPA's Subtitle D to set perform-

ance standards for waste management facilities; it would 

be enforced primarily through state regulatory agencies 

and citizen suits. 

  

Under both options, CCRs diverted for beneficial use, 

such as fly ash for use in concrete, is encouraged by EPA 

and exempt from new regulations. EPA has clearly stated 

that it wants to choose one of the two options and does 

not want the status quo which it is convinced adds to 

health risks. The following provides background informa-

tion: 

  

From the EPA proposed ruling ï Users and distribu-

tors of CCRs for beneficial use have commented that any 

regulation of CCRs under RCRA Subtitle C will impose a 

crippling stigma on their beneficial use and eliminate or 

significantly curtail these uses, even if EPA were to regu-

late only CCRs destined for disposal without modifying 

the regulatory status of beneficial reuse. On the other 

hand, other parties have commented that increasing the 

cost of disposal of CCRs through regulation under Subti-

tle C will actually increase their usage in non-regulated 

beneficial uses, simply as a result of the economics of sup-

ply and demand. States, at the same time, have com-

mented that, by operation of state law, the beneficial use 

of CCRs would be prohibited under the states' beneficial 

use programs, if EPA designated CCRs as hazardous 

waste when disposed of in landfills or surface impound-

ments.  

  

At the time of the May 2000 Regulatory Determination, 

comments had raised this similar concern, and without 

agreeing that regulation under RCRA Subtitle C would 

necessarily affect the beneficial reuse of this material, 

EPA nevertheless strongly expressed concern that benefi-

cial use not be adversely affected. 

EPA is interested in additional information sup-

porting the claims that ''stigma'' will drive people 

away from the use of valuable products, or that 

states will prohibit the reuse of CCRs under their benefi-

cial use programs if EPA regulates any aspect of CCR man-

agement under Subtitle C. Specifically, the Agency re-

quests that comments provide analyses and other 

data and information that demonstrate this to be 

the case. To date, NRMCA has received statements and 

declarations that regulation under Subtitle C will have 

devastating effects on beneficial uses of CCRs. 

  

In addition, for those comments that suggest that regulat-

ing CCRs under Subtitle C of RCRA would raise liability 

issues, EPA requests that comments describe the 

types of liability and the basis, data and informa-

tion on which these claims are based. 

  

EPA would also be interested in suggestions on 

methods by which the agency could reduce any 

stigmatic impact that might indirectly arise as a 

result of regulation of CCRs destined for disposal 

as a ''special'' waste under RCRA subtitle 

C. NRMCA seeks information on actual instances 

where "stigma" has adversely affected the benefi-

cial use of CCRs and the causes of these adverse 

effects.

The cement truck driven by Robert D. Fidler of 
Oley Township is a real head-turner. 
 
"I can read people's lips," he said. "They're saying 
everything from, 'Wow,' to, 'A pink cement truck?' 
" 
 
Yes, that's right. Fidler is driving a pink cement 
truck for Berks Products, and he wears a pink 
shirt when he does it. 
 
"I take some good-natured razzing from guys on 
the job, but when they find out why, most people 
really like the idea," Fidler said of the truck he 
now calls the Pink Panther. 
 
The idea is given away by the pink ribbon on the 
white stripe around the pink truck.
